When the commission for a composition is attached to the condition that the resulting composition is to be yielded to a music publisher, and this publisher belongs to the customer but does not perform any actual publishing, then composers call this "forced incorporation in a publisher's portfolio". The broadcasting corporations, on the other hand, call it "return of royalties". Those creating the music will jointly define the state of affairs and look for ways and means of labelling - and fighting - injustice.

10:00 bis 13:00 Why bother with composers? The challenges of collaboration for film-makers and composers (English)

The creative process of film music, collaborative by nature, has long been fraught with misunderstandings and outright fear. Writers and directors often seem to disregard music as a narrative vehicle worth considering at script stage. Procrastinated until "post-production", film music comes on board too late to make a meaningful, original contribution. As a result, composers are left in the awkward situation of having to cater to a sometimes ill-conceived and poorly-communicated brief.

On the example of well-known (and some less known) films as well as student works, this seminar will illustrate the traditional functions of film music as well as novel and recent approaches. Interactive elements will encourage a dialogue on the perception of film music, collaborative concepts and useful terminology.
